First Year

Academics
Start taking LASC courses as well as foundational and core art education courses. 
Need a little help in your classes? Look into tutoring with the Academic Success Center.

On-Campus Experience
Sign up to participate in the Art & Design Learning Community. 
Join a major-specific student organization such as the Art Education Organization. Explore other student
organizations to join on DragonCentral. 

Connect to the Community
Volunteer on or off-campus with different community organizations such as Boys and Girls Club of the
RRV, Youthworks, Big Brothers Big Sisters, the Plains Art Museum, or The Rourke. 
Attend the on-campus Employer Visits as often as possible. Make sure to engage with the representatives
and collect contact information to follow up. 

Understand Your Career
Start researching potential career paths on O*Net. Here, you can find valuable information, including
typical tasks associated with the profession, the skills and knowledge required, the necessary education
and licensures, wages and employment trends, professional organizations, and related occupations. Search
for careers such as an Art Teacher.

Take a deeper dive into the discipline of anthropology and begin considering a minor and/or certificate such
as Coaching or Art Therapy.

Find an on-campus job or begin your leadership journey by applying for a student leadership position. Visit

Connect to the Community
Join LinkedIn to begin building your professional network and online presence. Think of your profile as a
virtual resume and make sure to update it regularly to reflect jobs, coursework, volunteering, involvement,
and skills. 

Make sure to engage with the representatives
and collect contact information to follow up.

Attend off-campus events such as Creative Mornings Fargo, StartUp Brew, or TedX to connect with
others and gain exposure to the community.
Consider teaching a course during the summer with College for Kids & Teens.

Attend professional development-related events on campus, and connect with faculty to learn more
about the field and gain insights on how to be successful in your job search.

Get involved in a community organization such as
the Young Professionals Network to continue building your professional network.

Schedule appointments with a Career Coach to go over your professional documents and to prepare for
upcoming interviews.
